A measure of English language acquisition from novice to independent user of English.
823 (4) year old children were assessed in 2008-2009.

70 children withdrew, 36 assessments were invalid, and 18 children were at the highest
score when they entered the program. Of the remaining 699: 638 (91%) progressed 1 or
more raw scores, 61 (8%) remained at the same score.

Number of Children at each Raw Score at Entry and Exit
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The average percent gained represents an increase of 81%.
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
